ATLANTA — After years of legal 
wrangling, the countdown to the 
July 1, 2023, launch date of Geor-
gia's Medicaid work requirements 
program is underway. 

The new plan — officially called 
Pathways to Coverage — will re-
quire enrollees to complete 80 hours 
of work, education, job training, or 
community service per month to get 
Medicaid health insurance. Many 
will also have to pay a monthly 
premium.  

Once the program begins, Geor-
gia will be the sole state with work 
requirements for Medicaid. Adults 
between ages 18 and 64 who earn 
less than 100% of the federal pov-
erty level – and who are not other-
wise eligible for Medicaid – are the 
targeted group. For 2022, the federal 
poverty level was $13,590 for a sin-
gle person and $27,750 for a family 
of four. 

Though exact numbers are diffi-
cult to calculate, it’s expected that 
the Pathways program will provide 
insurance to only a small percentage 
of the 1.3 million Georgians without 
health insurance.  

State officials estimate around 
345,000 Georgians would be eligi-
ble for the new program. Back in 
2020, they said they expected only 
about 64,000 people to actually en-
roll in the program.

Now that the program is becoming 
a reality, the Georgia Department 
of Community Health (DCH), the 
state Medicaid agency, has request-
ed funds to cover up to 100,000 
people in the upcoming budget, said 
spokesman David Graves. 

“Georgia leadership has put in 
place barriers that they know, that 
they have calculated, will prevent ... 
people from enrolling,” said Leon-

Critics of Pathways contend 
the program will cover far fewer 
Georgians and cost more than a 
full expansion of Medicaid, as 39 
states have done.  

Leah Chan, senior health an-
alyst at the Georgia Budget and 
Policy Institute, a left-leaning 
think tank in Atlanta, said the 
new program will cost around 
$2,420 per enrollee while it 
would cost only $496 per en-
rollee if the state fully expanded 
Medicaid.  

“New financial incentives 
under the American Rescue Plan 
sweeten the deal [for full Med-
icaid expansion] and more than 
offset the state cost of expansion 
for at least the first two years,” 
Chan said.  

Enrollees in Georgia Path-
ways will need to certify their 
employment each month. Those 

who earn more than 50% of the 
federal poverty level will also be 
required to pay a monthly pre-
mium ranging from $7 to $11, 
with an additional surcharge for 
people who use tobacco products.  

The program will provide a 
two-month grace period for peo-
ple who do not pay their premi-
ums. But after three months of 
non-payment, they will lose the 
insurance. They can be reinstated 
if they make at least one monthly 
payment within 90 days.  

The state plans to use the exist-
ing benefits portal, Georgia Gate-
way, for program applicants to 
manage their work-requirement 
reporting, said Graves, the DCH 
spokesperson. He said Georgians 
can expect to learn more about 
the details of the program over 
the coming months.  

Critics say the machinery 
necessary to track enrollee work 
records and payments will dra-
matically increase bureaucratic 
burdens both for Medicaid recipi-
ents and the state.

“When you think about work-
ing families in Georgia, they are 

busy with their jobs, getting kids 
to school and the doctor, paying 
the stack of bills that come in 
every month, and the last thing 
they need is additional red tape 
… every month just to keep their 
health insurance from getting 
terminated,” Cuello said.

Cuello said the state will have 
to develop “expensive admin-
istrative processes” to ensure 
compliance with the work 
requirements. The [congressio-
nal Government Accountability 
Office] and states have estimated 
costs ranging from $70 million to 
$270 million a year to implement 
and run this type of program, he 
said. 

DCH has not yet decided 
whether it will need to hire 
additional staff to help run the 
program, Graves said. 

The Pathways program 
allows some exceptions to 
the work-requirement rules. 
Enrollees will be allowed 120 
hours of “non-compliance,” 
that is of not meeting the 
work requirements, in every 
12-month period.

ATLANTA — President Joe 
Biden signed the $858 billion Na-
tional Defense Authorization Act 
Friday, legislation that approves 
fiscal 2023 funding requests for 
Georgia military bases from St. 
Marys to Marietta.

The annual defense bill rep-
resents a 10% increase over what 
the Pentagon received during the 
last federal fiscal year and 5% 
more than the Biden administration 
sought from Congress.

While many items on Georgia’s 
military wish list moved through 
the authorization process smoothly, 
the state’s congressional delegation 
had to mount a lobbying campaign 
to save the Combat Readiness 
Training Center in Savannah, an 
Air National Guard facility for mil-
itary pilots the administration was 
threatening to close. It received full 
funding for the coming year.

“I strongly opposed the Biden 
administration’s plans to down-
grade or close the Combat Readi-
ness Training Center, and I brought 
Republicans and Democrats togeth-
er to protect it,” said U.S. Sen. Jon 
Ossoff, D-Ga., who worked with 
fellow Georgia Democratic Sen. 
Raphael Warnock and U.S. Rep. 
Buddy Carter, R-Savannah, to save 
the center. 

“It is vital to our national de-
fense, and it’s a very important mil-
itary asset of the state of Georgia.”

Other Georgia-based programs 
earmarked for funding included 
A-10 fighter aircraft and HH-60W 
helicopters at Moody Air Force 
Base in Valdosta, C-130 aircraft 
at Dobbins Air Reserve Base in 
Marietta, the new Columbia-class 
submarines likely to be stationed 
at Kings Bay Naval Submarine 
Base in St. Marys, hosting of the 
new Advanced Battle Management 
System at Robins Air Force Base in 
Warner Robins, and strengthening 
the power grid at the Army’s Fort 
Stewart in Hinesville.

The defense bill also includes a 
4.6% pay raise for the troops and 
a provision allowing the Penta-
gon to adjust the basic allowance 
for housing rates in areas where 
housing costs are high.

“I hear from Georgia military 
families often about how stressful 
and costly it can be to find ade-
quate base housing or relocate to 
another base community,” War-
nock said. 

“So, I’m particularly proud to 
have secured my provisions that 
address these issues into the final 
bill.”

The defense bill cleared the 
House of Representatives and 
Senate earlier this month.
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lows the writings of St.

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Transportation tax celebrates 
10-year anniversary

Regional Transportation Tax

ATLANTA — Georgians in 12 re-
gions across the state voted a decade 
ago to pay a 1% sales tax for 10 
years to fund a backlog of critical 
transportation projects.

While most of the regions — in-
cluding metro Atlanta — rejected 
the tax, voters in the regions sur-
rounding Augusta, Columbus, and 
Dublin passed the measure. Six 
years later, voters in a fourth region 
in South Georgia anchored by Val-
dosta adopted the tax.

Nearly 900 projects later, the 
Transportation Investment Act 
(TIA) marked its 10th anniversary 
this year as a resounding success, 
state Commissioner of Transporta-
tion Russell McMurry told an au-
dience of Georgia lawmakers, state 
agency heads, and lobbyists Dec. 5.

“We’re going to deliver every 
project that was promised and finish 
in the black,” McMurry said during 
the Biennial Institute, an orientation 
session for newly elected legislators 
at the University of Georgia.

Before each regional vote, round-
tables of local elected officials — 
with public input — chose projects 
they wanted to fund with the tax.

Of the 871 projects in the three 
original participating regions 
funded through the tax, 764 went 
to the Heart of Georgia Altamaha 

(HOGA) region anchored by Dub-
lin. The Central Savannah River 
Area (CSRA) region surrounding 
Augusta received 84, and just 23 
went to the River Valley region 
surrounding Columbus.

The difference in those numbers 
was a function of cost, said Kenneth 
Franks, TIA program administra-
tor for the Georgia Department of 
Transportation. The HOGA region 
had a need for a lot of smaller proj-
ects, mostly resurfacing and mainte-
nance, Franks said.

“You’ve got cities and counties 
in that region that hadn’t had a 
dedicated source of transportation 
funding for years,” he said. “The 
other two focused on major projects 
… the bigger corridors and inter-
changes.”

But there were exceptions to that 
trend. By far the largest TIA proj-
ect funded thus far is in the HOGA 
region, a $112.3 million widening 
of U.S. 1 in Toombs and Appling 
counties from two lanes to four. The 
project also includes replacing a 
bridge over the Altamaha River.

The next largest TIA project is 
$47.9 million in the River Valley 
region to widen U.S. 280 from 
Lake Blackshear to Cordele. The 
project includes construction of 
a new two-lane bridge over Lake 
Blackshear parallel to an exist-
ing bridge to create four lanes.
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In my neck of the woods, regu-
lar gasoline can be purchased 
at the low, low price of about 

$2.40 a gallon at this writing. At 
various times, I have expressed joy 
about this to friends and acquain-
tances.

As you know, 
there’s always one 
guy who likes to 
rain on my parade. 
He will say, “Holler 
at me when it’s back 
under two dollars 
like it was in 2020!”

Ah yes, 2020. 
When everything was closed, 
hospitals were jammed, and funeral 
homes were ordering extra caskets. 
Nobody was driving, and a little 
thing called “supply and demand” 
drove gas prices down to dirt cheap 
levels. Somehow, I can’t get that 
nostalgic about 2020. If that’s what 
it takes to lower gas prices another 
50 cents, I’ll pass.

Personally, I prefer paying rela-
tively little for gas, while having 
the freedom and ability to go any-
where I like. But even as life has 
crept back to sort-of pre-COVID 
normalcy, there’s one old habit I 
have not yet resumed. I haven’t 
been inside a movie theater since 
before the pandemic.

I have loved going to movies as 
long as I can remember. As a kid, 
my parents would take me to fam-
ily-friendly flicks like “The Love 
Bug” and “Herbie Rides Again.” 
My mom drove a Volkswagen 
“doodlebug” so we had a vested 
interest in this series.

As I got a bit older, Dad started 
taking me to more adult-themed 
flicks.

“The Godfather.” That is the closest 
this Sand Mountain, Alabama kid 
ever got to organized crime, and it 
inspired a fascination with the topic 
that has never wavered.

I can still remember the opening 
scene, and the music that accompa-
nied it. Talk about larger than life. 
Gen. Patton’s opening monologue, 
delivered in full military regalia in 
front of an enormous United States 
flag. I saw the movie once, 50 years 
ago, and it seems like yesterday.

As I got into my teens, I got 
hooked on James Bond movies. 
Even though the actors changed, 
the glamor and action only got 
bigger and better. Yes, I’ve seen 
them all, even the clunkers. And 
if there was no 007, I’d settle for 
brain candy like “Smokey and the 
Bandit” or “Airplane.” I’d be lying 
if I didn’t admit that date movies 
like “Grease” and “Saturday Night 
Fever” were perfect for some pop-
corn and cuddling.

After I got married, the movie 
theater served as a getaway on 
those wonderful occasions when a 
babysitter was available. When our 
kids entered the picture, we all en-
joyed “Aladdin,” “Beauty and the 
Beast,” and other well-produced 
family movies.

As our sons got older, our choice 

Missing the 
magic of the 

movies

This week could mark the most 
consequential development on 
the U.S.-Mexico border since 

January 2021, when President Joe 
Biden essentially opened the nation’s 
doors to millions of illegal border 
crossers. Depending on how court 
fights turn out, Title 42, 
the Trump-era measure 
that allows the U.S. 
government to quickly 
return illegal cross-
ers to Mexico on the 
grounds of preventing 
the spread of COVID, 
will likely soon expire. 
After that, officials expect a flood of 
illegal crossers, all coming into the 
United States confident that they, like 
hundreds of thousands before them just 
this year, will be allowed to stay.

The disaster will come on top of 
the Biden administration’s currently 
disastrous border policy. In fiscal year 
2022, the period from Oct. 1, 2021 to 
Sept. 30, 2022, Border Patrol agents 
encountered a record number of mi-
grants crossing illegally into the United 
States — 2,378,944. Add onto that the 
estimated 600,000 illegal crossers who 
got away without any contact with the 
Border Patrol, and that means close to 
3 million border crossers in a single 
year. The two months since the begin-
ning of the new fiscal year have seen 
crossings at an even higher rate. And 
that is before the Title 42 change.

Already, the numbers have risen to 
unheard-of levels. Recently the Border 
Patrol reported encountering 16,000 
migrants in just 48 hours — 8,000 per 
day. Compare that to the assessment 
of Jeh Johnson, President Barack 
Obama’s head of homeland security, 
who once said that 1,000 encounters a 
day constituted a crisis. Now, there are 
predictions that post-Title 42 encoun-
ters might hit as many as 14,000 a day. 

Cities and towns along the border 
have been overwhelmed since the 
Biden changes took place. Look at 
these figures from El Paso, Texas, in a 
story by the Washington Examiner’s 
Anna Giaritelli: “According to all the 
data that are publicly available from 
the city, the 678,000 residents of El 
Paso have seen 84,082 immigrants 
released into their town between 
August 22 and December 11.” That’s 
an extraordinary influx in the last few 
months, repeated in other U.S. com-
munities along the border.

But perhaps just as extraordinary 
has been the decision by many ma-
jor media organizations that what is 
happening on the border is no big deal. 
In particular, major television news 
networks, with the notable exception 
of Fox News, have virtually pretend-
ed that the crisis was not happening. 

Recently Fox’s Bill Melugin, who 
has covered the current crisis close-
up since it began, was asked about 
coverage on the national networks. “I 
can count on one hand the amount of 
times I’ve seen them down here in my 
19 months of covering this,” Melugin 
said.

Now, we are seeing what happens 
when so many in the media ignore 
a story. A new Harvard-Harris poll 
shows that Americans have no idea 
how bad the crisis is. When asked how 
many illegal crossers are entering the 
United States, they grossly underesti-
mate the number. They are, in short, in 
the dark about what is happening on 
the border.

The pollsters asked: “How many 
border crossings by illegal immigrants 
do you think are occurring each year?” 
They were then given several ranges of 
numbers to choose from. Now remem-
ber, the correct answer for fiscal year 
2022 is nearly 3 million. 

Sixteen percent guessed that less 
than 100,000 illegal border crossers 
entered the United States in a year. 
Another 21% estimated that some-
where between 100,000 and 250,000 
entered the U.S. Another 18% guessed 
between 250,000 and 500,000. And 
then 20% guessed between 500,000 
and 1 million.

After that, 12% estimated between 
1 million and 2 million cross in a year. 
And then 6% said between 2 million 
and 3 million. Finally, 7% said the 
number was over 3 million.

Remember again that the correct an-
swer is about 3 million. All told, 87% 
of those surveyed underestimated the 
number of illegal border crossers each 
year. Significant groups of Americans 
really underestimated the number — 
about one-third believed fewer than 
250,000 crossers are coming each year, 
which is a remarkably uninformed 
opinion. More than half believe less 
than 500,000 are coming, another 
remarkably uninformed opinion.

How is it that so many people are so 
ignorant of what is happening? Might 
the answer have something to do with 
the fact that so many news organiza-
tions have ignored the problem? Ignore 
the story and you’ll have ignorant 
viewers.

The information deficit among so 
many Americans favors the Biden 
administration. If more people knew 
the true scope of the problem the presi-
dent’s policies have created, then more 
would likely be concerned, and more 
would oppose the administration’s 
actions. Indeed, the Harvard-Harris 
pollsters, once they informed respon-
dents of the correct answer, asked,

It didn’t surprise me when, 
backstage at the Grand Ole 
Opry, Father Thomas Joseph 

White began telling me that while 
he enjoyed touring with his band 
the Hillbilly Thomists, which 
consists of musical friars, he enjoys 
writing more. When 
not playing banjo in 
Nashville, White is 
the rector of the An-
gelicum in Rome; 
the school’s most 
famous alumnus is 
Pope John Paul II. 
His latest book is 
an authoritative study of the Holy 
Trinity. 

Father White is a founding mem-
ber of the Hillbilly Thomists, which 
came about when he brought his 
banjo out just for fun at religious 
gatherings. Slowly, friars who had 
professional music backgrounds 
joined him and they got serious, 
and even hit the Billboard charts.

Later that night, as White began 
a solo on stage at the Opry, I turned 
to an archbishop and mentioned 
that we were listening to the rec-
tor of the storied Angelicum. At 
first, he thought I was pulling his 
leg. That’s some of the fun of the 
Hillbilly Thomists. It may seem un-
likely — friars of an over 800-year-
old religious order dedicated to 
contemplation, study and preaching 
who are singing about bourbon, 
bluegrass and the Bible. 

But that’s also the beauty of it. 
The bluegrass tradition the Hillbilly 
Thomists have taken up is a great 
mix of good fun and opportunities 
to catechize, much of which is 
infused with the writings, or at least 
spirit, of famous Dominican St. 
Thomas Aquinas. 

In introducing a song about 
bourbon, Father Timothy Danaher 
relayed the substance of a debate 
he heard fellow friars having about 
what they would want if they were 
stranded on an island — bour-
bon, bluegrass or the Bible? They 
concluded that you can memorize 
the Bible and bluegrass, but not 
bourbon. 

While there is humor in the band, 
it’s nonetheless based on serious 
religious principles.

As Father Justin Mary Bolger 
wrote, reflecting on some of the 
songs of the group’s self-titled first 
album: “The world can be brutal, and 
sometimes singing the blues is the 
fitting response. But there’s another 
strain of American music, namely, 
bluegrass and Gospel, that sings 
through hard times, but with hope — 
hope for redemption in Christ.”  

The band provides a little win-
dow into the friars’ lives, which 
involve singing the psalms four 
times a day and being patient with 
one another and, hopefully, exuding 
some joy, Father Joseph Hagan tells 
me backstage. 

The name of the band was taken 
from the Southern author Flannery 
O’Connor, who explained that 
people thought that she was a “hill-
billy nihilist” based on her writing, 
whereas she was a “hillbilly Thom-
ist.” Further, the band’s website 
says: “Flannery O’Connor said 
that her fiction was concerned with 
the ways grace is at work among 
people who do not have access to 
the sacraments.” 

The band’s website defines a 
Thomist as someone who fol-

CONYERS, Ga. — Keyshawn Blackstock’s 
family held a special ceremony at a venue 
in Conyers on Wednesday as part of Early 
National Signing Day. During the ceremony, 
the former Newton Ram signed to transfer to 
Michigan State from Coffeyville Community 
College. 

Blackstock credited his days as a Newton 
Ram —from which he graduated in 2021 — 
as a proponent to help get him to play for a 
Division I, Power 5 program. 

“We were always the underdogs in Class 
AAAAAAA,” Blackstock said. “So we sur-
prised a lot of teams in AAAAAAA. That’s 
always been my mindset as an underdog. I al-
ways put my head down and go to work. And, 
when the opportunity comes, you have to take 
advantage of it.” 

When the ceremony concluded, Black-
stock’s next step was certain. And, while 
Blackstock said he was “happy” to sign the 
scholarship, he remains steadfast in his prepa-
ration. 

“It feels like a weight has been lifted off,” 
Blackstock said. “But I know I still have 
work to do and I’m ready to accomplish all of 
our team goals.” 

After Blackstock graduated from Newton 
High School in 2021, he went to Coffeyville 
Community College in Kansas and completed 
a season there. 

Even though he didn’t sign with a Division 
I, Power 5 program out of the gate, he was 
always certain that one day he would. 

“I always knew I could sign with a Division 
I, but all I had to do was believe in myself,” 
Blackstock said. “Regardless of what every-
one else was saying, I knew I had a shot.” 

Blackstock is rated a 4-star offensive line-
man by 247Sports. On top of that, he is 
considered the No. 7 junior college player 
nationally and the No. 1 junior college player 
in Georgia, both by 247Sports. 

When Blackstock decided that Michigan 
State was the right choice for him — over 
programs like Oklahoma, Oregon and USC 
—  at this moment in his career, he highlight-
ed how his style fit into how the Spartans 
attacked offensively. 

“I’m an offensive lineman who likes to play 
nasty and do the dirty work in the trenches,” 

Blackstock said. “For me personally, I like 
establishing the run game and taking guys 
off the ball five to 10 yards down the field. 
That’s my game.” 

Blackstock is a product of Cousins Middle 
School where he began playing football in the 
seventh grade. 

By signing a Division I scholarship, there’s 
one message he hopes the next generation of 
Newton County football players take from his 
journey. 

“The biggest thing is, when nobody else 
believes in you, keep believing in yourself,” 

Blackstock said. “Then go to work.” 
But Blackstock’s journey is not yet com-

plete. 
Now, he is eager to arrive on campus in 

East Lansing, Michigan, to join the Spartans’ 
program. And, while he’s anticipating a lot 
of things about this next chapter, one thing 
excites him the most. 

“The brotherhood with the offensive line-
man is the biggest thing for me,” Blackstock 
said. “My big goal is for our offensive line to 
win the Joe Moore Award. So, I’m ready to 
go to work and continue to get better.”

 State energy regulators approve 
Georgia Power rate hike

ATLANTA — The state Public 
Service Commission (PSC) ap-
proved a $1.8 billion rate increase 
requested by Georgia Power Tues-
day that embraced most of an 
agreement between the agency’s 
staff and the company presented 
last week.

Commissioners slightly lowered 
the upper limit on profits Georgia 
Power will be allowed to keep and 
sweetened incentives to be offered 
to encourage the development of 
solar energy and the deployment of 
electric vehicle charging stations. 
But the PSC stopped short of more 
far-reaching changes proposed by 
Commissioner Lauren “Bubba” 
McDonald, who provided the lone 
opposition in Tuesday’s 4-1 vote.

The $1.8 billion rate hike — 
down from Georgia Power’s orig-
inal request of $2.9 billion — will 
raise the average residential cus-
tomer’s bill by $3.60 per month 
starting Jan. 1. That’s down sig-
nificantly from the $14.90 monthly 
increase customers would have 
seen next year under the original 
front-loaded three-year request the 
company proposed in June.

Instead, customer rates will go up 
by 4.5% in 2024 and again in 2025 
under the agreement between Geor-
gia Power and the PSC’s Public 
Interest Advocacy Staff.

The commission set the return on 
equity (ROE) for the utility at the 
staff-recommended level of 10.5%, 
down from the 11% the company 
sought.

But commission Chair Tricia 
Pridemore amended the upper limit 
of the “earnings band” - the range 
within which the utility can earn 
profits for its shareholders without 

sharing them with customers – to 
11.9%, slightly below the 12% 
Georgia Power requested and cur-
rently receives. The PSC staff had 
recommended reducing the upper 
limit to 11.5%.

“In the current environment of 
increasing interest rates and record 
inflation, it is important to hold 
the company close to current band 
levels in order to maintain the com-
pany’s financial integrity and the 
efficiency incentives to ultimately 
benefit customers,” Pridemore said.

The commission defeated an 
alternative amendment McDonald 
proposed to follow the staff’s sug-
gestion and set the upper limit of 
the earnings band at 11.5%.

“All those revenues inside the 
band go to the company, not the 
ratepayer,” McDonald said.

The commission did approve 
one customer-friendly amendment 
Pridemore introduced increasing 
the percentage of revenues the 
company brings in above the earn-
ings band that are refunded directly 
to ratepayers from the 10% con-
tained in the agreement to 40%.

Chris Womack, Georgia Power’s 
chairman, president, and CEO, said 
in September the company expects 
to file a request in February for un-
recovered fuel costs to account for 
the volatility of the energy market 
resulting from factors including 
rising natural gas prices and the 
impacts of the war in Ukraine.

The utility also will be looking 
to the PSC to recover the costs of 
bringing into service the two new 
nuclear reactors being built at Plant 
Vogtle.

Womack said Tuesday the com-
mission’s decision struck a good 
balance between Georgia Power’s 
needs and those of its customers.

More working but slightly fewer in workforce

COVINGTON, GA. — 
Newton County saw its 
unemployment rate drop in 
November compared to the 
previous month.

Unemployment was at 
3.1% for Newton County 
residents, which was down 
from 3.4% in October.

Newton County’s Novem-
ber rate was higher than all 
of its contiguous counties 
except Rockdale. It also 
was higher than the Metro 
Atlanta region (2.7%) and 
Georgia as a whole (3.0%).

Fewer Newton Countians 
were in the labor force — 
the total of all those work-
ing or making themselves 
available for work. A total 
of 54,675 county residents 
were in the workforce, 
down 127 from October.

Meanwhile, 20 more 
county residents were em-
ployed with 52,981 having 
jobs in November com-
pared to 52,961 in October.

Also, 145 fewer residents 
were listed as unemployed. 
A total of 1,694 were job-
less compared to 1,839 in 
October.

The number of initial 
unemployment claims by 
Newton residents was 249 
in November, up 44 from 
October.

Georgia Labor Commis-
sioner Mark Butler said 
Thursday that the Metro 

Atlanta region — which 
includes Newton County — 
recorded an unemployment 
rate of 2.7% in November, 
down two-tenths of a per-
cent from the revised 2.9% 
in October. A year ago, the 
rate was also 2.9%.

“We are seeing job num-
bers continue to rise across 
the state as Georgians 
secure employment,” said 
Butler, who leaves office 
at the end of this year. 
“Unemployment rates also 
dropped in regions through-
out Georgia in November 
as we entered the holiday 
employment period.” 

The labor force decreased 
in Atlanta by 5,799 and 
ended the month with 3.2 
million. This number in-
creased 39,941 when com-
pared to November 2021.

The number of employed 
increased 1,001 to 3.12 
million in November from 
October. From November 
2021 to November 2022, 
the number of employed 

was up 44,819.
The number of unem-

ployed was down 6,800 to 
86,488 in November. From 
November 2021 to No-
vember 2022, the number 
of unemployed was down 
4,878.

 Metro Atlanta ended 
November with 3,037,600 
jobs, an all-time high. Jobs 
were up 18,200 (0.6%) over 
the month and up 138,200 
(4.8%) over the year. Job 
numbers were at an all-time 
high in Trade and Trans-
portation, 657,000, Educa-
tion and Health Services, 
399,000, and Information, 
126,600.

The sectors with the most 
over-the-month job gains 
included Retail Trade, 
4,900, Accommodation 
and Food Services, 4,200, 
Transportation and Ware-
housing, 3,800, Health 
Care and Social Assistance, 
1,800, and Wholesale 
Trade, 1,500.

The number of initial 
unemployment claims went 
up by 19% in Atlanta in 
November. When compared 
to last November, claims 
were up by about 32%.

Employ Georgia, the 
GDOL’s online job listing 
service at employgeorgia.
com showed about 72,000 
active job postings in metro 
Atlanta for November.
