COVINGTON, Ga. — An Atlanta 
man has been charged with vehicu-
lar homicide almost two years after 
a March 2021 incident in which two 
people were killed on 
I-20 in east Newton 
County.

Kuan Jian Zheng, 
64, was booked into 
the Newton Coun-
ty Detention Center 
last week after being 
charged with Failure to 
Maintain Lane, Second 
Degree Homicide by 
Vehicle and Improper 
Lane Usage, all misdemeanors, in 
relation to the March 14, 2021, fatal 
wreck between the exits for Georgia 
highways 11 and 142. 

It resulted in the deaths of Milled-
geville residents Darren “Buddy” 
Horton, 51, and his wife, Stephanie 
Michelle Horton, 48, and seriously in-
jured Zheng — who reportedly spent 
the past two years recovering.

A warrant stated he was driving a 
2015 Toyota RAV4 westbound at mile 
marker 96, about two miles past Geor-
gia Hwy. 11, when the vehicle did an 
improper lane change and struck a 
Chrysler 200 in the lane beside it, a 
warrant stated.

COVINGTON, Ga. — The state health de-
partment has revoked the operating permit for a 
Covington restaurant after it failed two consecutive 
health inspections in February and received its 
fourth permit suspension within a year.

Krystal restaurant at the corner of U.S. Hwy. 278 
and Elm Street received a score of 50 U on Feb. 23 
after receiving a score of 56 U during an inspection 
on Feb. 14. 

“If the facility continues to operate while the 
permit is revoked, a citation may be given resulting 
in court action,” an inspector wrote. 

Its permit holder will meet with an attorney for 
the Board of Health — likely this week — to de-

termine if the restaurant’s permit will be reinstated, 
said Chad Wasdin, spokesperson for the Gwin-
nett-Newton-Rockdale Health Departments.

The report stated the facility's permit was sus-
pended due to the food service establishment earn-
ing a “U” and not receiving at least a “C” within

vehicle flipped on its side, 
crossed the center median and 
struck the Hortons' eastbound 
2019 Toyota Tacoma driven 
by Stephanie Horton.

The occupants of the Chrys-
ler 200 were not seriously 
injured. Its driver, Morgan 
Green, 27, of Social Circle, 
was with her daughters, ages 
2 and 9, when they reportedly 
were struck. 

”We are not physically hurt, 
I just have a little neck pain. 
But the trauma from witness-
ing such a horrific event will 
definitely stay with us forev-

er,” Green told The Covington 
News. 

She said they were en route 
to a restaurant at the next exit 
when she saw the RAV4 strike 
her vehicle, turn to the left 
and go airborne.

that my girls are OK. Please 
pray for the others involved 
and the families and loved 
ones of those who lost their 
lives today.”

Buddy Horton was an em-
ployee of Heart Ministries 
where he worked to help ad-
dicts recover through Christ, 
an obituary stated. Michelle 
Horton was an employee of 
Atrium Health Navicent.

A report issued after the Feb. 14 inspection 

stated Krystal district manager Constantina 
Santana had presented a corrective action 
plan and the restaurant’s permit had been 
reinstated. 

“After review by Newton Environmental 
Health modifications were agreed to and doc-
umented on a revised corrective action plan.”

However, it also noted a follow-up was to 
be conducted by Feb. 24. 

“Please be advised that if another score of 
less than 70, then the facility will be subject 
to permanent permit revocation,” the report 
stated. 

An inspector on Feb. 23 then gave the 
restaurant a score of 50 U after a follow-up 
inspection noted numerous violations.

“Based on today's score, the person in 
charge (PIC) does not demonstrate active 
managerial control with the facility,” an in-
spector wrote following the inspection. 

“It is the responsibility of the person in 
charge to ensure compliance with the food 
code by demonstrating active managerial con-
trol within their facility.”

It stated the PIC was unable to answer basic 
food safety questions, including how to pre-
vent of foodborne diseases by employees.

The inspector also observed the PIC dump 
chemical down a handwashing sink. 

“A handwashing facility may not be used 
for purposes other than handwashing.”

Also seen was “black mold-like substances 
on the baffle of the ice machine” and “heavy 
residue under the ice lid by the drink fountain 
station. 

“The PIC properly washed, rinsed, and sani-
tized the baffle and replaced the unit.” 

The inspector “observed multiple beef pat-
ties cooked under the required temperature of 
155 degrees.

“The food employee stated that these items 
were not intended to be cooked to order or 
under-cooked. Raw animal foods that are 
cooked using a non-continuous cooking 
process shall be cooked using a process that 
heats all parts of the food to the minimum 
cook temperature.

“All sandwiches were discarded.” 
Other food also had been kept beyond a 

pre-specified limit for being sanitary. Em-
ployees also were “prepping food with rings 
and arm bands on.”

“Food employees may not wear jewelry in-
cluding medical information jewelry on their 
arms and hands while preparing food (except 
for a plain ring such as a wedding band).” 

“All employees removed their jewelry and 
properly washed their hands before returning 
back to food prep.” 

The report also stated the inspector ob-
served:

• “A hole in the countertop (constructed of 
stainless steel and wood). 

“The stainless steel is jagged, and the wood 
is exposed (where it is absorbent and not eas-
ily cleanable). 

“Observed missing sheet metal of the walk 
in cooler door missing exposing the wood 
frame. Observed the pipe to the ice machine 
not connected and leaking water onto the 
floor. 

“Observed accumulations in the hinges of 

the reach in coolers under the grills, accu-
mulations of dust on the condenser fan in the 
walk in cooler, and buildup of grease on the 
back of the grill area.

“Nonfood-contact surfaces of equipment 
shall be kept free of an accumulation of dust, 
dirt, food residue, and other debris.” 

• “Cove base detaching from the wall in the 
kitchen area. In food service establishments 
in which cleaning methods other than water 
flushing are used for cleaning floors, the floor 
and wall junctures shall be coved and closed 
to no larger than (1 mm). 

“Observed ceiling ties missing in the foun-
tain drink storage room. Studs, joists and 
rafters may not be exposed in areas subject to 
moisture. 

“Observed the ceiling tiles and walls with 
accumulations of food residue and dirt in the 
kitchen area. 

“Observed accumulations of drink syrups 
and the caps to the bulk bag on the floor in 
the drink storage room. 

“All physical facilities shall be maintained 
in good repair and shall be cleaned as often as 
necessary to keep them clean and by methods 
that prevent contamination of food products. 

• “Observed a hole in the bottom of the 
back door. Outer openings of a food service 
establishment shall be protected against the 
entry of insects and rodents …”

The restaurant’s 1,800-square-foot build-
ing was completed in 1981 and a remodeling 
done in 2001, according to tax records.

A call and email for comment from the At-
lanta-based Krystal Co. were not returned by 
the deadline for the print version of this story.

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Aftermath of Jan. 12 Tornadoes

MANSFIELD, Ga. — Six weeks 
after a line of thunderstorms and 
tornadoes crossed Georgia, more 
than $7.48 million in federal 
disaster assistance has been ap-
proved for affected homeowners, 
renters and businesses.

The assistance includes FEMA 
grants and low-interest disaster 
loans from the U.S. Small Busi-
ness Administration (SBA). 

Of the 102 SBA disaster loans 
approved in the eight-county area, 
16 are for Newton County res-
idents and business owners for 
more than $825,000, said spokes-
man James Accurso.

Those with damage or losses 
from the Jan. 12 storms and tor-
nadoes and live in Butts, Henry, 

Jasper, Meriwether, Newton, Pike, 
Spalding and Troup counties have 
until Monday, March 20, to apply 
for FEMA disaster assistance.

Only one remaining FEMA Di-
saster Recovery Center is operat-
ing in the multi-county area — at 
the Spalding County Senior Center 
at 885 Memorial Drive in Griffin. 
Hours are Monday to Saturday, 8 
a.m. to 6 p.m.

The center is also staffed with 
trained SBA customer service 
representatives (CSR) who can 
answer program questions and 
assist in completing the SBA ap-
plication, said spokesman James 
Accurso. 

The SBA has approved 102 
home and business loans for more 
than $4 million in the eight-county 
disaster area, he said.

Through close of business on 
Feb. 22, 62 Newton County res-
idents and business owners had 
applied for SBA loans out of a 
total of 579 Georgia applicants, 
Accurso said. 

SBA Business Recovery Centers 
are still operating in four counties.

“The deadline to apply is March 
17, so we’re asking those in need 
to come to a center soon to reg-
ister and speak with a CSR in 
person,” Accurso said.

WASHINGTON, 
D.C. — The federal 
Consumer Financial 
Protection Bureau 
(CFPB) took action 
against a web of 
corporate entities 
operating under TMX 
Finance, broadly 
known as TitleMax, 
for violating the 
financial rights of 
military families and 
other consumers in 
providing auto title 
loans. 

The CFPB found 
that TitleMax violated 
the Military Lending 
Act by extending 
prohibited title loans 
to military families 
and, oftentimes, by 
charging nearly three 
times over the 36% 
annual interest rate 
cap. 

TitleMax tried to 
hide their unlawful 
activities by, among 
other things, altering 
the personal informa-
tion of military bor-
rowers to circumvent 
their protected status, 
a news release stated. 

In a statement to 
Reuters, TitleMax 
said the CFPB’s fac-
tual and legal allega-
tions were unproven 
and untrue. It also 
denied being a repeat 
offender, saying it had 
complied with all pri-
or Bureau directions.

“Although the com-
pany agreed to pay 
a fine to the CFPB, 
it did so to avoid 
lengthy and costly 
litigation,” the state-
ment said.

The CFPB also 
found that TitleMax 
increased loan pay-
ments for borrowers 
by charging unlawful 
fees. The CFPB’s 
order ends TitleMax’s 
illegal activities, and 
requires the company 
to pay more than $5 
million in consum-
er relief and a $10 
million civil money 
penalty.

“The CFPB’s or-
der stops TitleMax’s 
illegal predatory 
lending to military 
families – sometimes 
even taking steps to 
hide evidence of its 
wrongdoing,” said 
CFPB Director Rohit 
Chopra. “Our legal 
action is the CFPB’s 
first against a non-
bank lender for pro-
viding title loans to 
military families.”

TitleMax is made 

up of TMX Finance 
LLC and numerous 
subsidiaries across 
the United States with 
both in-person and 
online locations. Ti-
tleMax’s headquarters 
is in Savannah, Geor-
gia, and it is engaged 
in the business of 
extending short-term, 
high-cost consumer 
loans that are secured 
by borrowers’ vehi-
cle titles. According 
to TitleMax, con-
sumers can receive 
a title loan of up to 
$10,000. TitleMax is 
privately owned, and 
currently has more 
than 1,000 locations 
in 18 states: Alabama, 
Arizona, Delaware, 
Florida, Georgia, Ida-
ho, Illinois, Kansas, 
Mississippi, Missouri, 
Nevada, New Mex-
ico, South Carolina, 
Tennessee, Texas, 
Utah, Virginia, and 
Wisconsin. TitleMax 
claims to have almost 
4,000 employees and 
to serve thousands of 
people every day.

TitleMax has been 
under a CFPB Order 
since Sept. 26, 2016, 
for its lending and 
debt-collection prac-
tices. In the 2016 Or-
der, the CFPB found 
that store employees, 
as part of their sales 
pitch for the compa-
ny’s 30-day loans, 
offered consumers a 
“monthly option” for 
making loan pay-
ments and misrepre-
sented the true cost of 
its loans if the con-
sumers renewed them 
multiple times. 

The CFPB also 
found that the compa-
ny engaged in illegal 
high pressure debt 
collection practices. 
The CFPB ordered 
the company to stop 
its unlawful practices 
and pay a $9 million 
penalty.

Auto title loans 
are small dollar 
loans with expensive 
charges and short 
terms of usually 30 
days or less. For these 
loans, borrowers are 
required to put up 
their car or truck title 
for collateral. The 
nature of these loans 
causes many borrow-
ers to face unafford-
able payments, and 
find they must choose 
among defaulting, 
reborrowing, or skip-
ping other financial 
obligations like rent, 
food, or medical care.

The dangers of title 
and other predato-
ry loans to military 
families were laid out 
in a 2006 Department 
of Defense report that 
noted that predatory 
lending “undermines 
military readiness, 
harms the morale 
of troops and their 
families, and adds to 
the cost of fielding an 
all-volunteer fighting 
force.” The response 
of Congress was to 
pass the Military 
Lending Act, which 
took effect in 2007. 
The Act protects ser-
vice members, their 
spouses, and their 
children by, among 
other protections, 
prohibiting non-banks 
from extending auto 
title loans, capping 
interest rates at 36%, 
banning waivers of 
rights under consumer 
financial protection 
laws, banning auto-
matic payments from 
paychecks to pay back 
loans, and banning 
prepayment penalties.

Between Oct. 3, 
2016, and Sept. 17, 
2021, TitleMax made 
at least 2,670 prohib-
ited auto title loans 
to borrowers covered 
under the Military 
Lending Act. It also 
charged borrowers un-
lawful fees on about 
15,000 loans. Specifi-
cally, TitleMax and its 
subsidiaries harmed 
military families and 
other consumers by, 
among other things:

Making illegal loans 
at unlawful rates and 
covering up their 
behavior: TitleMax 
made illegal auto 
title loans to military 
families at annual in-
terest rates over 36% 
and many times over 
100%. TitleMax of-
fered the loans while 
withholding informa-
tion about military 
families’ rights under 
the Military Lending 
Act — under which 
both title loans and 
annual interest rates 
above 36% are illegal. 
Its loans also included 
mandatory arbitration 
clauses and unrea-
sonable notice provi-
sions that the Military 
Lending Act prohib-
its. TitleMax covered 
its tracks by, among 
other actions, doctor-
ing personally iden-
tifiable information 
so borrowers would 
not be identified as 
servicemembers or 

covered dependents.
Charging unlaw-

ful fees for a useless 
product: TitleMax 
charged fees for a use-
less product on thou-
sands of loans. The 
company claimed the 
fees were for an insur-
ance product to protect 
the company against 
potential losses, but 
the product did not 
provide any coverage 
for these loans. The 
company also charged 
fees for this product 
on loans that did not 
qualify for coverage.

Enforcement Action
Under the Consumer 

Financial Protection 
Act, the CFPB has 
the authority to take 
action against compa-
nies that violate fed-
eral consumer finan-
cial protection laws, 
including engaging 
in unfair, deceptive, 
or abusive acts or 
practices. The CFPB 
also has authority to 
enforce the Military 
Lending Act’s pro-
tections for military 
families. In addition 
to ending its illegal 
lending practices, 
today’s order requires 
TitleMax to:

• Pay $5.05 mil-
lion to consumers: 
TitleMax is required 
to provide redress 
to consumers for 
payments made on 
illegally charged fees 
and the interest paid 
on those fees, pay-
ments made on illegal 
loans, the loss-of-use 
of funds, the loss-
of-use of vehicles 
that were wrongfully 
repossessed, and the 
replacement val-
ue of vehicles that 
were sold after being 
wrongfully repos-
sessed. Consumers 
are not required to 
take any action to get 
the money to which 
they are entitled.

• Stop illegal lend-
ing practices: Title-
Max must implement 
and maintain robust 
internal controls and 
testing to prevent and 
detect potential law 
violations. To hold 
TitleMax accountable 
for future compliance, 
all findings identified 
through these internal 
controls and testing 
measures are reported 
directly to TitleMax’s 
chief officers for res-
olution.

• Pay a $10 million 
fine: TitleMax will 
pay a $10 million 

penalty, which will 
be deposited in the 
CFPB’s victims relief 
fund.

In recent years, the 
CFPB has pursued 
Military Lending Act 
claims against mul-
tiple lawbreakers, 
including the nation’s 
largest pawn lender 
as well as an online 
lender. The CFPB 
also shut down a lend-
er for repeat offens-
es against military 
families.

Federal consumer agency orders TitleMax to pay $15M fine



To hear people tell it, the kids are 
definitely not all right. According to 
The Washington Post, there’s “a crisis 

in American girlhood.” To Derek Thompson 
in The Atlantic, “the inexorable rise of teen 
anxiety ought to be a national crisis.”

New York Times columnist Ross Douthat, 
quoting a report from the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and 
Prevention, puts it this way: 
“American teenagers, and espe-
cially American teenage girls, 
are increasingly miserable: 
more likely to entertain suicidal 
thoughts and act on them, more 
likely to experience depression, 
more likely to feel beset by ‘persistent feel-
ings of sadness or hopelessness.’”

Or as The Who put it all the way back in 
1971:

“Don’t cry
Don’t raise your eye
It’s only teenage wasteland!”
Pete Townshend, who wrote the song, 

claimed it referenced “the absolute desolation 
of teenagers at Woodstock, where audience 
members were strung out on acid and 20 peo-
ple had brain damage.”

People were always misunderstanding 
Townshend that way, possibly because The 
Who’s performances so often concluded with 
guitar smashing and the occasional explosion. 
Also, drugs; lots and lots of drugs. But then 
Townshend, a certifiable genius, has always 
been a complicated figure.

Nevertheless, a teenage wasteland it is, ac-
cording to the CDC. America’s teen girls are 
engulfed in a growing wave of sadness, vio-
lence and trauma, one official said. According 
to a survey taken in 2021, just as schools were 
reopening after being shut down during the 
COVID pandemic, close to 1 in 3 high school 
girls said they had considered suicide -- a 
60% increase over the previous decade.

“Nearly 15% had been forced to have sex” 
— that is, raped. And approximately 6 out of 
10 girls described themselves as “so per-
sistently sad or hopeless they stopped regular 
activities.”

Two semi-heretical thoughts: First, ado-
lescents in general, and adolescent girls in 
particular, are prone to self-dramatization; 
also, moralists of every description have been 
lamenting the incipient decay of youth since 
Socrates.

On the topic of English rock stars, I recall 
lazing away a Sunday afternoon with my 
college roommate in 1964 watching PBS pun-
dit David Susskind warn that an even more 
alarming scourge than the Beatles was about 
to invade America. Susskind played a track 
from the Rolling Stones’ forthcoming album, 
a blues cover called “King Bee,” filled with 
sly sexual innuendo.

We ran out to order it and played the album 
until it was translucent. Some months later, 
we took dates to the Stones’ first American 
show at the Academy of Music on 14th Street 
in Manhattan. The stage was mobbed by

worth’s.

For many of us, those 
names bring back fond 
memories of the stores 
of our youth. Some were 
downtown, 
others were 
on busy 
highways, 
and the rest 
were in 
malls.

K-Mart, 
Radio 
Shack, and Sears have 
faded as well. Many of 
these stores have already 
closed several locations, 
and they’re never com-
ing back. JC Penney, 
Pier 1, The Gap, Macy’s, 
Kohl’s and others have 
also shut down numerous 
stores.

It’s not uncommon 
to see abandoned or 
half-empty malls that 
were buzzing with peo-
ple a few years ago. Are 
these malls going the 
way of the typewriter, the 
telegraph, and the rotary 
phone?

Those of us who grew 
up in rural areas eagerly 
anticipated our occasion-
al visits to a big depart-
ment store like Zayre. 
The one nearest me 
(30 miles away) was in 
downtown Chattanooga. 
Zayre had everything, or 
so it seemed. One trip, 
and your Christmas shop-
ping was done. Then one 
day, Zayre went away.

We also looked for-
ward to the Sears catalog, 
every season of the year. 
Now every website is a 
virtual catalog.

Considering how quick-
ly the Internet changed 
our lives, I’m surprised 
we have as many “brick 
and mortar” stores as we 
do. The fear of violence 
keeps many Americans 
out of public shopping 
areas. People who tradi-
tionally jammed the mall 
the day after Thanks-
giving now begin their 
Christmas shopping on-
line whenever they wish.

Certainly, there are still 
plenty of folks who enjoy 
the mall. We love the 
Easter Bunny, a chance 
to put our screaming 
baby on Santa’s lap, and 
free samples at the Food 
Court. It’s a great place 
to walk, and as any bored 
husband will tell you, the 
people-watching isn’t bad 
while waiting for the wife 
to finish shopping.

But Amazon and oth-
er online retailers have 
wreaked havoc on the 
malls. You want to buy 
something in the middle 
of the night? You can do 
it in your pajamas with 
the click of a mouse. The 
stores don’t keep your 
size in stock? Those odd 
sized pants are all over 
the web. Worried about 

shipping charges? “Buy 
just one more item, and 
we’ll ship for free!”

Everywhere you look 
on the web, there’s an 
offer you can’t refuse. 
There are no traffic jams, 
no long lines, and every 
counter is open.

It’s hard to find that 
kind of selection and 
service at department 
stores. In recent years, 
they’ve been forced to 
lay off workers. We want 
to do business with them, 
and we want them to 
succeed. But it seems like 
only one counter is open, 
and many of the clothing 
shelves look like they’ve 
been hit by a dust storm.

Just recently, two of my 
favorite neighborhood 
stores announced their 
“Going out of Business” 
sales. Best Buy, my go-to 
for everything electronic 
is closing a local store. 
Bed, Bath and Beyond 
is doing the same. The 
entire company is pret-
ty much Bed, Bath, and 
Bankrupt.

Neither is in a mall, so 
that’s not the problem. 
In the case of Best Buy, 
some shoppers com-
plained that the store’s 
selection had narrowed, 
and that the actual “best 
buys” were found else-
where. “I only use Best 
Buy as a place to see 
something in person be-
fore I buy it online,” one 
friend told me.

Shoppers also referred 
to the other store as 
“Bed, Bath, and Beyond 
my Budget.” Again, it’s 
hard to ignore the low 
prices of online retailers 
with little or no overhead, 
although it’s creepy when 
an ad pops up based on 
something you searched 
for yesterday.

You may have noticed 
I haven’t mentioned 
Walmart. They provide a 
lot of jobs, a huge selec-
tion, and some genuine 
bargains, but at what 
cost? How many retailers 
have struggled, and then 
failed, to compete with 
Walmart? And what hap-
pens if Walmart is the last 
store standing? Can the 
stores currently “on the 
ropes” survive another 10 
years? When competition 
is diminished, prices go 
up, and the quality of 
service goes down.

Times change, and 
we have to adjust. But 
I’ll bet I’m not the only 
one who gets a little sad 
when yet another store 
closes its doors for the 
last time.

The sad state of adolescence

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House approves bill to bolster school safety
Georgia General Assembly

ATLANTA — The state 
House of Representatives 
handily passed a bill Monday 
aimed at bolstering school 
safety in Geor-
gia.  

The “Safe 
Schools Act,” 
which has the 
strong support 
of Gov. Brian 
Kemp, passed 
on a 148-20 
vote.  

The bill, sponsored by Rep. 
Will Wade, R-Dawsonville, 
one of Kemp’s floor leaders 

in the House, would require 
schools to conduct an intruder 
or active-shooter drill by Oct. 
1 each year.  

It would also require public 
schools to submit school 
safety plans to the Georgia 
Emergency Management 
Association as well as local 
emergency management and 
law enforcement agencies.

The legislation would cre-
ate a mechanism for school 
employees to earn a “school 
safety and anti-gang endorse-
ment” after completing a 
special training program. And 
it encourages colleges and 
universities to include train-

ing for future teachers in best 
practices for safe schools and 
deterring gangs.

Though the bill breezed 
through the House, it drew 
criticism from some Demo-
cratic lawmakers.  

“Unfortunately, there is no 
evidence to indicate this bill 
is going to make our schools 
safer,” said freshman Rep. 
Anne Allen Westbrook, D-Sa-
vannah. “It’s just one more 
burden this body is putting on 
teachers and students in Geor-
gia’s public schools.”

Westbrook cited a study 
conducted by researchers 
at Georgia Tech showing 

increases in anxiety and de-
pression among students for 
90 days after active-shooter 
drills.   

“If we want to truly in-
crease school safety, there are 
some proactive measures we 
could consider,” she said. 

Westbrook urged her House 
colleagues to pass bills that 
would increase punishments 
for allowing children access 
to guns or not adequately 
securing guns.  

Rep. Stacey Evans, D-At-
lanta, voted for the bill but 
also urged lawmakers to 
consider passing gun-control 
measures.  

“We have so many options 
at our disposal to not make 
this a reality for our babies 
and their teachers,” Evans 
said.

Evans criticized Repub-
lican leaders for not giving 
gun-control bills hearings in 
committee this session. 

Freshman Rep. Leesa 
Hagan, R-Lyons, a former 
teacher, spoke out in favor 
of the bill. 

“It gives our children a 
tool so that if an unfortu-
nately horrible act were 
to happen at their school, 
they know what they do,” 
Hagan said. 
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shrieking teenage girls. 
Our dates stayed put. 
Keith Richards later 
spoke of being scared 
half to death.

The rest is history. 
One of my favorite 
movies during the last 
decade was “Ole, Ole, 
Ole!” — part concert 
film, part travelogue of 
the Stones’ 2016 tour of 
Latin America, cul-
minating in a historic 
performance in Havana 
— where their music 
had long been banned 
and hundreds of thou-
sands of Cuban fans 
sang along in English.

That said, you 
couldn’t have gotten 
me to Woodstock at 
gunpoint. Also, I found 
the group hysteria of 
those teenage girls back 
in the ‘60s both mys-
tifying and alarming. 
Still do.

So pardon me if I’m 
a mite skeptical about 
the CDC study and 
all it portends. Rather 
less than meets the 
eye, I suspect. For one 
thing, as Lisa Damour, 
clinical psychologist 
and author of “The 
Emotional Lives of 
Teenagers,” told the 

Post, “it’s important 
to note that the CDC 
data was collected in 
the fall of 2021, a time 
when many teens were 
anxious about returning 
to in-person school and 
wearing masks.”

The COVID pandem-
ic was rough on every-
body. Fear and sorrow 
were ubiquitous, and 
not just among high 
school girls. Damour 
also pointed out that 
surveys say “we’re 
raising the best-be-
haved generation of 
teenagers on record ... 
They drive with seat 
belts, they smoke less, 
they have less sex, they 
wear helmets. They do 
all these things that we 
did not do.”

But I do think stay-
at-home isolation was 
harder on girls, be-
cause girls need other 
girls; boys can make 
do with things. And 
I’m inclined to heed 
public scolds like NYU 
psychologist Jonathan 
Haidt, who blames 
the baleful influence 
of social media — 
Facebook, Instagram, 
TikTok, etc. — and 
cellphone addiction.

Quit scrolling and 
shut the fool thing off. 
You’ll be glad you did.

That said, studies 
documenting psycho-
logical harm from 
online activity are hard 
to find. I’m surprised 
that pornography gets 
so little mention, if only 
for its tendency to make 
boys treat young girls 
like online trollops. 
But of the complaints 
girls told Post report-
ers about most often 
— “impossible beauty 
standards, online hate, 
academic pressure, 
economic difficulties, 
self-doubt and sexu-
al violence” -- most 
strike me as permanent 
aspects of the human 
condition.

Bear up, girls. 
You’ll be women soon 
enough.

was Louis Brandeis, 
born to Jewish immi-
grants from Central 
Europe. He went on 
to become a Supreme 
Court justice and have 
a university named 
after him.

This is what Brandeis 
said, in 1915, on 
“Americanization Day” 
[REPORTED TO THE 
AUTHORITIES] about 
the process of becoming 
an American:

“However great his 
outward conformity, 
the immigrant is not 
Americanized unless his 
interests and affections 
have become deeply 
rooted here. And we 
properly demand of the 
immigrant even more 
than this. He must be 
brought into complete 
harmony with our ideals 
and aspirations and co-
operate with us for their 
attainment. Only when 
this has been done, will 
he possess the national 
consciousness of an 
American.”

A big part of that “har-
mony” is understanding 
the amazing way this 
country dealt with the 
losers of our two major 
national conflicts: the 
war(s) with the Indians 
and the Civil War. We 
should be on our knees 
thanking God both 
those wars came out the 

way they did or, today, 
America would be a 
backward, third world 
hellhole.

Both the Indians and 
Confederates were part 
of a bygone culture, 
mostly illiterate, and 
unable to manufacture 
anything, much less 
feed and clothe a trans-
continental nation of 
more than 300 million 
people. Thanks to the 
superior culture and 
technology of Protestant 
New England and the 
Midwest, the Confeder-
ates and Indians never 
really stood a chance.

Sometimes, it seems 
like everybody in 
America is boasting 
about Indian heri-
tage — like Elizabeth 
Warren — or display-
ing the rebel flag. See, 
e.g., OutKast, “The 
Dukes of Hazzard,” 
Lynyrd Skynyrd, and 
tiles in the Times 
Square subway station 
honoring former New 
York Times publisher 
Adolph S. Ochs — “a 
Southerner with strong 
ties to the Confedera-
cy,” according to Civil 
War historian Dr. David 
Jackowe.

Sitting Bull became a 
celebrity, signing auto-
graphs and performing 
with Annie Oakley. 
(My direct ancestor 
was a stand-in for 
Oakley and may have 
performed with Sitting 
Bull.)

No other country’s 
internal wars have ever 
concluded this way. 
The usual method of 
ending a domestic con-
flict is with ceaseless 
guerrilla warfare and 

total humiliation of the 
defeated.

Yale professor David 
Blight sneers at the 
“Lost Cause” expres-
sion, calling it “an 
interpretation of the 
American Civil War 
viewed by most his-
torians as a myth that 
attempts to preserve the 
honour of the South.”

Oh, how awful. We’d 
just ended a bloody 
Civil War with 600,000 
dead ... Job No. 1: Keep 
picking at the scab!

My ancestors were 
Union soldiers who 
fought the Confeder-
ates. My ancestors were 
killed by American 
Indians — and rescued 
by others!

“The 
journey was a fun one. We 
saw the progression of them 
playing for each other and not 
caring about who is scoring. 

For being as little as we are, 
we played hard. That is what 
they have to be remembered 
by, just a bunch of short peo-
ple who gave it their 110%.”

There were multiple East-
side seniors who played their 
final games on Friday, too, but 
none seemed more important 
than Kassen Saunders, who 
was one guy who made the 
Eastside’s offense go.

Saunders scored 21 points in 
the game against Kell — fol-
lowed by a 23-point outing at 
Calhoun — while averaging 
almost 13 points per game 
over the season.

“Without [Saunders], we

MARIETTA, Ga. — Eastside 
boys basketball’s historic season 
came to a close Friday night at the 
hands of No. 1 Kell Longhorns.

Friday’s result came just two 
days removed from the Eagles’ up-
set of No. 2 Calhoun Wednesday 
night.

Shortly after the tip-off, the 
Eagles had their work cut out for 
them as Kell relied on Payton 
Marshall, who controlled the paint 
on both sides of the floor with 
his 7-foot frame. And, though the 
Eagles continued to double and 
triple team Marshall, that allowed 
the Longhorns’ shooters to start 
gaining the advantage on the pe-
rimeter.

Head coach Dorrian Randolph

“We knew that it 
would be a problem, and we tried 
to employ the same strategy we 
used against Dylan [Faulkner] 
in Calhoun, but those are two 
different kinds of players.

On the other side of the floor, 
Eastside struggled to find a rhythm 
offensively, going into halftime 
down 41-23, and Kell continued to 
pull away as the third and fourth 
quarters went on.

As the final seconds the season 
ticked away on the game clock, 
Eastside players heard a standing 
ovation from parents, fans and 
school officials who made the trip 
to support the Eagles.

Following the loss, the Eagles’ 
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St. Patrick’s Day is a time to pay 
homage to Ireland’s patron saint and 
celebrate Irish culture and cuisine. 
Even though corned beef and cab-
bage is ubiquitous on this holiday, 
that meal really isn’t the most authen-
tic Irish cuisine. There are plenty of 
other foods to dress the St. Patrick’s 
table if a person wants to dabble in 
Irish cooking. 

Many cultures have a variation on 
the potato pancake, and the Irish are 
no different. Boxty is a traditional 
Irish potato pancake. 

Individuals who want to include 
boxty in their celebrations can try 
this recipe, courtesy of Chef Pádraic 
Óg Gallagher of Gallagher’s Boxty 
House in Dublin.

Irish Boxty
Makes about 10

300 grams (approx. 10-1⁄2 ounces) 
raw potatoes, peeled

300 grams (approx. 10-1⁄2 ounces) 
cooked potatoes, mashed

300 grams (approx. 10-1⁄2 ounces) 
flour

10 grams (approx. 2-1⁄2 teaspoons) 
salt

850 ml (approx. 3-1⁄2 cups) milk

1. Grate the raw potatoes into a 
muslin cloth and squeeze as much 
liquid as possible into a bowl. Let 
liquid stand for 20 minutes.

2. Gently pour off the liquid and 
keep the starch that settled in the 

bottom of the bowl.
3. Add grated potatoes to mashed 

potatoes and flour. Add starch and 
salt to mix.

4. Slowly add 3⁄4 of the milk to 
form a batter of pouring consisten-
cy. Depending on the potato, you 
may not need to use all the milk. 
If the batter is too heavy, add more 
milk.

5. Leave batter resting for 30 
minutes.

6. Drop a ladle full onto an oiled 

nonstick pan over medium heat and 
cook on the first side for two min-
utes (this depends on how heavy 
the batter is and how much you 
use). Check color (it should be a 
nice golden color) on the bottom. 
Adjust heat if necessary.

7. Turn and cook on the other side 
for 2 to 3 minutes more.

8. Boxty pancakes are best left 
overnight in a fridge and reheated 
in a pan in good butter.

The abbre-
viated version of this recipe 
below offers the Brown 
Butter-Balsamic Sauce, 
which can be served on 
top of store-bought ravioli. 
Otherwise, you can make 
ravioli from scratch. The 
ingredients for a Basic Egg 
Pasta follow.

Brown Butter-Balsamic 
Ravioli

Serves four
6 tablespoons butter
Finely chopped fresh 

flat-leaf parsley or 16 sage 
leaves

2 tablespoons balsamic 
drizzle (or reduce 1⁄3 cup 
balsamic vinegar and 1 
tablespoon [packed] light 
brown sugar down to 2 
tablespoons thickened vin-
egar)

1 pound ravioli, home-
made or store-bought

Toasted pine nuts, 
chopped hazelnuts, or wal-
nuts (optional)

Grated Pecorino or Parmi-
giano-Reggiano

Bring a large pot of salted 
water to a boil. Cook ravioli 
until desired tenderness.

While ravioli are boiling, 
heat a large skillet over 
medium heat. Add the butter 
in 1-tablespoon tabs and 
melt. Add the sage, if using, 
and cook the butter for 2 to 
3 minutes, until nutty and 
deeply golden. Remove the 
sage to a paper towel-lined 
plate. Remove the butter 
from the heat and add the 
balsamic drizzle or reduced 
balsamic. Add the sauce and 
about 1⁄2 cup salty cooking 
water from the pasta to the 
ravioli to coat evenly. Top 
with nuts, if using, sage 
or parsley, and pass more 
cheese.

Basic Egg Pasta
Makes four servings

4 cups super-fine Italian 
flour or 3 cups AP flour, plus 
more for rolling.

1 teaspoon kosher salt or 
fine sea salt

2 large eggs plus 3 large 
yolks, at room temperature

About 1 teaspoon ex-
tra-virgin olive oil (EVOO)

1 to 3 tablespoons warm 
water

On a large work surface, 
mound the flour and sea-
son with salt, then use your 
hands to push the flour 
away from the center of the 
mound to form a well at the 
center. In a bowl, whip up 
the whole eggs, egg yolks, 

and EVOO and add to the 
well. Using a fork and 
working around the pe-
rimeter of the well, slowly 
combine the flour with the 
eggs and oil until they are 
incorporated and absorbed. 

Start to knead the shag-
gy dough once you get to 
the outside of the well. If 
the pasta dough will not 
come together, add 1 to 2 
tablespoons of warm water. 

When the dough forms, 
place it in a bowl and then 
clean the work surface. 
Knead the dough on a light-
ly floured surface in one 
direction, away from your 
body, forming a wave or 
shell out of the dough. Ball 
it up, knuckle-knead firm-
ly, then repeat, turning the 
dough at a 45-degree an-
gle, then starting the knead 
all over again. Knead the 

dough for at least 15 min-
utes, until it is smooth and 
elastic. (It will look shaggy 
for a while; don’t worry it 
will get smooth! Just keep 
at it!) 

Cover the dough with a 
kitchen towel and let stand 
an hour or so, or wrap and 
chill it overnight, bringing it 
back to room temperature to 
prepare. Use this dough to 
make your favorite pasta.

Almost 30 years later, one 
of Arnold Schwarzenegger and 
James Cameron’s top movie hits is 
becoming a television series ... and 
that’s the truth.

The seriocomic adventure “True 
Lies” premieres in its weekly 
form Wednesday, March 1, on 
CBS and Paramount+, basically 
remaking the 1994 film as the 
opening episode. Steve Howey 
(“Shameless,” “Reba”) assumes 
Schwarzenegger’s role as Harry 
Tasker, a super-spy whose wife 
Helen (Ginger Gonzaga of “She-
Hulk: Attorney at Law,” inheriting 
Jamie Lee Curtis’ earlier part) 
believes he’s a mild-mannered 
computer salesman. Once she 
learns what his real job is, she’s 
enlisted by his intelligence 
agency, and they frequently travel 
the world on missions – while 
trying to prevent their children 
(Annabella Didion, Lucas Jaye) 
from finding out.

“It’s the hardest job I’ve had 
yet,” states the good-humored 
Howey, who has no illusions 
about possibly being mistaken for 
Schwarzenegger as he generates 
his own “True Lies” under the 
leadership of executive prodicer 
Matt Nix (“Burn Notice”). “This 
experience has taught me a lot 
about having an idea and then 
executing it,” Howey reflects, 
“because that doesn’t always pan 
out. Every episode of this gets 
better. And we get more tired.”

An alum of CBS’ “Showcase” 
talent search, the lively Gonzaga 
knows “True Lies” also is a big 

showcase for her. She notes she 
feels “guilty” that she didn’t see the 
movie before landing the TV job: 
“I didn’t want to be influenced by 
Jamie Lee’s iconic performance. 
And then, I had to buy the DVD 
off eBay ... and a DVD player. It 
was a whole ‘thing.’ ”

With Omar Miller (“CSI: 
Miami”), Erica Hernandez 
and Mike O’Gorman also 
featured, “True Lies” has been 
in development for TV since 
2010, and Gonzaga reasons that 
it’s “good that it’s been a while.” 
Since Cameron also had other 
commitments (including the 
now-Oscar-nominated “Avatar: 
The Way of Water”), his longtime 
associate Rae Sanchini had 
more firsthand involvement in 
the casting; Tom Arnold, of the 
original movie, is a guest star on 
the show.

Being built for action, “True 
Lies” can put its stars at risk, as 
Howey learned close to the end of 
filming the first season.

“I was fighting a stunt man,” he 
reports, “and we did it once and it 
went great. Then we did it again, 
and he pretended to bounce his 
face off a wall ... and as he went 
back, my left hand went forward 
into his neck, and it snapped my 
left ring finger back to the point 
where my nail hit my knuckle. 
And I finished the stunt, and 
when they yelled ‘Cut!,’ I snapped 
it back. Then I got an X-ray and 
sure enough, I broke the bone. 
And I thought, ‘There’s a reason 
you have a stunt guy. Use him.’ ”

Q: Is it true that “Let the Right One In” has been canceled? –

A: It is. Though generally well-received critically, the Demian Bichir-starring 
Showtime series based on the 2008 movie (and the novel that inspired both 
versions) was among the casualties announced when it became public that 
Showtime and Paramount+ will merge. In fact, anyone who still hoped to watch 
what now is the sole season of the show had to move fast, since it was slated to be 
removed from the services.
The deletion is symbolic of something that’s been happening lately at a number of 
cable networks and streamers, which are trying to cut costs (and rights payments) by 
eliminating programs that don’t meet a certain threshold of viewership. It’s interesting 
that “Let the Right One In” had been earmarked for a couple of other outlets – namely, 
A&E Network, then TNT – before landing at Showtime.
